Salary

The Chaplaincy Assistants are appointed and employed by the St Luke’s College Foundation,
and report to the Lazenby Chaplain. The successful candidates will be Associate members of
staff of the University. The post/s are a fixed term appointment for one academic year.

The posts are part-time, 12 hours per week, for 32 weeks per year. The 32 weeks cover
University term-time plus two weeks before autumn term. The hours of work are flexible
and will include work at weekends. The salary is based on the University of Exeter scale for
Grade C posts and it will change in line with that. The salary paid for the 32 weeks work
will not be less £5,933.

The Anglican Chapels are home to the University of
Exeter Chapel Choir, which is made up of 26 auditioned
choral scholars. The Choir sing services in the University
Chapel as well as giving concerts and touring both in this
country and abroad.

The Chaplaincy Assistants will take a full role in services
and events run by the Anglican Chaplaincy, and will be
actively encouraged to be creative about trying new
